Project Update.  AKT Peerless generated site access letters that were distributed to organizations stating the goals and objectives of the grants and how it could benefit the owner.    Adminstrator Norman shared that there had been a couple of responses so far and owners seemed to be concerned about “Big Brother” and government involvement from the U.S. EPA.  Director Andrews stated that concerns that he observed included that they don’t want to know, what they don’t know can’t damage them.  The authority discussed issues with the Sherwood property and associated liability in that it was purchased in October, 2009.  Director Andrews asked how long a BEA is good for.  Mr. VanHaaren stated that it is good forever and many people inquire about the shelf life on data.  They like to update that every couple of years, particularly with petroleum, updating with sampling.  On sites such as the foundry with heavy metals, you can rely on the data for much longer without sampling.  Mr. VanHaaren added that they will update again at the next meeting with additional information from the State Land Bank.
