Resolution for Adoption of the County Planning Commission Ordinance

WHEREAS, The People of The County of Branch did establish the Branch County Planning Commission Ordinance of October 10, 1966, created a County Planning Program by resolution on October 16, 1966;  and

WHEREAS, P.A. 33 of 2008, as amended, being the Michigan Planning Enabling Act, M.C.L. 125.3801 et. seq. was adopted which requires various actions of creating planning commission be updated; and

WHEREAS, it is the desire of the Branch County Board of Commissioners to comply with the state statute, while at the same time minimizing change to the Branch County Planning Commission; and

WHEREAS, the current membership of the Branch County Planning Commission is found to have deviated from the original intent of the 1966 ordinance, and it is found conditions have changed as to the needs and best representation on the planning commission, and there is not time for a transition of membership over time, 

THEREFORE to comply with the current statute and proposed ordinance, concurrent with adoption of the new Branch County Planning Commission Ordinance the existing Branch County Planning Commission Ordinance of October 10, 1966 is repealed.
