Commissioner Houtz asked if they will be having information at the Fair regarding Code-Red sign up.  Tim Miner said they will be and are looking at the option of setting up a booth in one of the buildings.  The e-citation is being included in the new Sheriff Patrol units.

Emergency Management Report
Mr. Miner said the Emergency action plans and monitoring for excessive heat are in place.  They have established a sanctioned cooling center at the Comfort Inn and this is manned by the Red Cross.  The message has been consistent regarding the steps to take to prevent illness due to heat.  They see that some companies are adjusting work schedules and taking the heat warnings seriously.
LifeCare Report
The June 2011 stats are as follows: Priority 1 Responses 167, late responses 27 for 83.8% compliance.  Priority 3 responses totaled 116, Citizen Assistance Calls 3, Pre-Scheduled/ Interfacility 63 and Public Service/Event Coverage 7.  The event coverage is creeping up with weekend coverage requests.  They have not seen any apparent increases in calls due to the excessive heat.

Sheriff Report
Sheriff Canon said they have had requests for extra coverage in Bronson this weekend for the Bronson Polish Festival.  Commissioner Vrablic asked if the intake and release numbers are included with the complaint numbers and Sheriff Canon said the numbers are separate.  The female population is not changing and they have reviewed the layout and facility to see if there may be changes made and there seems to be no place to go with them.  Branch County is not any different than other counties in Michigan.  Many counties are experiencing the same issues with Female population in the jails.  Administrator Norman asked if the other counties have come up with any ideas and Sheriff Canon said they are all doing the best they can to deal with the situation.  Commissioner Swift asked if the Jail Evaluation Group has met recently to discuss this issue.  Sheriff Canon said the group has not met recently but when they do they will discuss the female population.

There will be a Corrections staff on leave for six to eight weeks beginning in August and Sheriff would like to thank the union for working with them to bring the part-time officers on to cover.  Since this is vacation season it is a little of a staffing issue so the cooperation for coverage is appreciated.

The Sheriff Posse is down to 12 members so they plan to reduce the amount of time they provide coverage at the 4H Fair to the afternoons and evenings.  The Fair Board is agreeable with the planned change.

Sheriff Canon said they are looking at making some adjustments and changes within the Animal Control Department and looking at contracting the dog census for next year.  Commissioner Swift asked if the generator issue for the Animal Control facility has been taken care of.  Sheriff Canon said they may have funding available and Administrator Norman said he is checking with legal counsel to see if there are any liability issues because they have had an offer from a local electrician for free labor.  The cost to do the wiring for the generator is approximately $1,000.00.


Marine Patrol
There was a serious accident and it was not alcohol related.  They have cut back the hours for Marine Patrol to control funding and have the regular deputies helping on the weekend.  Administrator Norman asked if there have been fewer issues and complaints this year.  Sheriff Canon said it has been a quieter year and fewer calls.

Employee Service Recognition
There is one employee who will be recognized for service: Nora Fair -- 30 years (Prosecutor’s Office).   Nancy Marson with 911, 30 years is working the afternoon shift so we are trying to find a time it will work to present her with her certificate.
