Mr. Miner reported they are continuing to work on the Emergency Plan updates and Commissioner Swift will be the initial reviewer.  They are changing the format and will distribute the information electronically.  They have moved annexes in the emergency plan to give a better “crosswalk” to other emergency plans (i.e. Community Health Center, City of Coldwater).  
LifeCare Report
The August 2011 stats are as follows: Priority 1 Responses 195, late responses 33 for 83.1% compliance.  Priority 3 responses totaled 139, Citizen Assistance Calls 2, Pre-Scheduled/ Interfacility 101 and Public Service/Event Coverage 29.  
Mr. Miner said they continue to be busy in all counties they service.  They are not able to attribute the increase to anything in particular.  There is no age correlation and with a portion of the prison closing they would have expected the numbers to increase, but this has not been the case.  The busiest time of day is from 10:00 AM to 6:00 PM.
