Emergency Management Report
Mr. Miner said the exercise that was completed in December did identify response areas that will require focus and attention.  They will be conducting Incident Command Training for two consecutive weeks; March 20-21 and March 27-28.  As of now they have 18 registered to attend the training.

The December 2011 numbers are slightly higher.  Response rate is good because the weather was good compared to normal December weather.  Priority 1 Responses – 169 / Late-26 (84.6%).  Priority 3 Responses-135, Citizen Assistance Calls-0, Pre-Scheduled/Interfacility-74, and Public Service/Event Coverage-1.

Sheriff Canon reported the staffing issues are serious.  He gave an example of Monday with assistance required at a fire and to cover the Courthouse Security desk, they were down to one person on the road.  

Sheriff said he revisit with the Amish and get back with the Committee regarding the Amish reaction to licensing for buggies.
The Methamphetamine issue is picking up again.  They had five this past month.  The State has put money back in place so the County may apply for reimbursement for Meth clean-up.  Sheriff Canon will give further details regarding a joint clean-up and placement in trailers to dispose of when trailer becomes full for all Branch County area enforcement departments.

Revenue for through the end of 2011 looks good for Animal Control.  The help Animal Control has with clerical staff three days a week is beneficial.  Even though the one position was eliminated from Animal Control, they have not had complaints from the general public.  Sheriff said they are looking at different options for conducting the dog census this year.  The Animal Control facility is not taking in as many dogs from Hillsdale due to fewer hours of coverage.

Sheriff Canon said he held a staff meeting yesterday.  He stressed the importance of paying attention to what is going on around them during routine traffic stops.  Safety is the #1 priority.
The Committee asked how many Reserves are with the Department.  Sheriff Canon said 23.  Some are more active than others.
